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Sky replacement is now popular in photo editing tools, yet many people overlook the

sky unless storm clouds or rain are looming. The sky itself is a great photographic

subject, not just a backdrop, just raise your view a bit.

I really like this format but few others seem to (I have not sold any photos or

painting in that ratio). It’s not quite panoramic and is wider than wide screen

16:9. I think I like it because it is much closer to my normal conscious view (I

have two eyes still!).  On the downside, most screens (computers, TVs and

phones) and social media cannot display this format well. It is

therefore probably a format reserved for printing, framing and display on the

wall or presented in a photobook like this. Most cameras other than specialist

panorama cameras (which I have never owned) cannot take a single image in

this format and I have to resort to multi-image stitching or cropping.
